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Polyethylene Terephthalate or PET is saturated linear polyester
mostly used in the form of synthetic fiber. In textile industry it is usually
mixed with cottons to provide fiber with cottonlike properties in terms of
moisture release to obtain more easily cleaned products. PET is also
used in the form of film pad for photography or x-ray film, video tape,
cassette.

PET is now a material of choice for various types of packaging.
including bags, dishes, bowls and transparent plastic bottles produced
through stretch-blow molding process. It has many excellent properties
including transparency, strength, lighter weight, resistance to heat and
cold and protective barriers against oxygen, lipid and high-pressure
gas. Moreover, it is compliant to FDA standard of the Food and Drug
Administration and thus has become the plastic packaging for many
products including carbonated soft drinks, food, alcoholic drinks, drug
and cosmetics.

PET has a prosperous future with contfinuously increasing

demand due to its crystal clarity and design flexibility. Many

product manufacturers now use PET as a
packaging materials such as glass, fi
those include roasted coffee busin
cooking oil, shower cream, shampoo
such as beer and tfea.

PET packaging still continues to be improve:
development of a composite called Vitiva PET. With UV ligl
it is well suited for containing food, beverages, cosmetic:
products. Vitiva PET PC715 has been proven that it ¢
delicate flavors, colors and vitamins of products confained

light protection.
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In Thailand, there are currently many PET manufacturers,
including Asia PET, Thai Shin Gong Co., Ltd., Bangkok Polyester
Co., Ltd., and Thai PET Resin Co., Ltd., petrochemical business of The
Siam Cement Group, with total production capacity of approximately
400,000 fons per year. Despite continuously rising demand, one of
the major concerns for plastic packaging especially for export products
is that many countries in both Europe and America are imposing
stringent regulations on plastic packaging as it has an adverse impact

on environment.

Therefore, for further development of PET packaging, we should
focus on efficient use of resources through reuse, recycle, development
of technology, production processes and different packaging designs
that meet international standard to gain market acceptance and

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The economy which became robust last year has faced several hurdles
since the beginning of this year, such as the bird flu epidemic, terrorism concerns
and violence in the South.

However, the most important hurdle for the economic growth for the rest of
the year 2004 is the higher oil price caused by uncontrollable factors such as the
substantial increase of China’s oil imports to meet the demand of its investment
and the persistent conflict in the Middle East.

The government realizes well that the dearer oil price would be the most
significant factor the determines the economic outlook this year, through the higher
inflation, the decline in the consumption and the possible hike of infrastructure but
the Finance Ministry sfill holds the view that Thai economy would grow over 7.1%
this year, provided that the crude oil price stands on average at $35.6 per barrel
throughout this year. The increase of oil price is expected to cause 1.3% decrease
of the gross domestic products. The Ministry’s forecast has taken info account the
likelihood that the government gradually increases the ceiling of the retailed oil
price and will finally foat it after the control of the retailed oid price since last
January.

Bank of Thailand (BOT) has warned the business sector earlier this year
about the possible rise in the business cost and also announced that the fear over
the deflation, which persisted last year, had been over whereas the inflatory
pressure is still the main factor for the growth or decline of Thai economics.

The frend of the commercial bank interest rates in the future have also
been monitored. This mainly depends on the perception of BOT toward the inflation
as well as the policies on economics. Also, another main factor for the BOT decision
is the decision of FED fo increase the interest rate to cope with the inflation after
economic strengthening. If FED increase the US interest rate, the Thai interest rate
will be lower which results in the flow of the capital from the country due to higher
returns. Consequently, this will cause the depreciation of Thai Baht and cause bad
impact to the import of goods for the country’s investment and the oil.

However, it is expected that the inflation will not cause pressure to BOT to
increase the interest rate this year since the basic inflation index calculated from
general inflation index minus raw food and oil price will be low and under the
target set at 0 - 3.5%. Some analysts expected that BOT would not be hurry to
increase the interest rate immediately following the FEC increase of the interest rate
due to the fear about the depreciation of Thai Baht, which actually is undervalued

after BOT infervention of the exchange market at the beginning of this year.

Even if BOT rises the interest rate, it will fake some time until the commercial
banks increase their interest rates as there is sfill high liquidity of money in the
market. BOT may not want the commercial bank’s interest rate to be raised in this
year as the private investment has just been recovered.

Another indication of the economic situation during the past period is the
6-7% growth in the credit approval of the commercial banks. Most of them are the
corporation credit. From July this year, BOT will implement a new policy to acceralate
the commercial bank’s debt restructuring due to the 11% outstanding NPL in the
system - the creteria of NPL reserves will be more stricted whereas the existing
collateral note of the commercial banks stipulated by BOT will be decreased. Apart
from this, Asset Management Corporation will be allowed to buy the non-perform-
ing assets from the commercial banks, which will decrease their financial burden.

These measures infroduced by the government will solve problems existing
since the commercial bank’s economic crisis and expectedly leads to the decrease
in the gap between the deposit interest rate and the loan interest rate. This,
consequently, will be beneficial to the country’s overall economics.

The business sector which draw the government’'s attention is the real
estate, whose recovery is under progress, since it could cause impact to the overall
financial and economic stability. As now, the index of business condition is under
preparation by the government in order to prevent from the overdemand incident.
It is expected that the government will have to continuously spend the budget on
the investment fo stimulate the country’s investment atmosphere and to improve

the infrastructure.

In conclusion, the fate of Thai economy depends on the economic growth
of our tfrade partners, such as USA, EU, Japan and China and also depends on the

maintenance of the economic stability. According to BOT assessment, the slowdown

of the global economy will lead to the slowdown of Thailand’s economy. W
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Nowadays we often hear the statement that “fo manage
money well, we need to know how fo let money work for us,” which
means making available savings generate returns on themselves or
so-called “investment”. An interesting alternative for those who look for
long-term investment is “mutfual funds.”

Mutual funds are a good investment vehicle for individual
investors who are interested in money and capital markets. Basically,
funds are raised from a number of investors and then invested in
financial securities, deposits and other assets such as stocks, bonds,
debentures, depositary notes, warrants, property, etc.

Mutual funds offer several advantages, including systematic
professional management with risk diversification. Investment units can
be sold when cash is needed. Mutual funds can invest in securities that
are offered only to big investors. It helps save tax while requires a small
amount of investment. The trading is convenient with mechanisms fo
protect investors and with fund managers who look after unit holders
interests. Therefore, it suits for new investors who are not familiar with
capital market, have limited budget, or have little fime fo study and
monitor investment movement on a daily basis.

There are two types of mutual fund based on investment unit
redemption.

Close-end fund has a fixed number of investment unifts avail-
able for sale only once at the start of the project and cannot be
redeemed until the fund’s maturity (normally 3 years). However, inves-

tors can frade their investment units in secondary market where the
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units are listed. If the investment units are not listed in any secondary
market, the fund management company will designate a finance and
securities company or a securities company who will be responsible for
seling and buying investment units in order to increase liquidity for
investors.

Open-end fund is a fund which investment units can be in-
creased or decreased, has no maturity, and open for sale or redemp-
fion at the set fiming e.g. monthly, weekly, daily or through agents.
Mutual funds can also be divided into 10 types according to invest-
ment policy, including Equity Fund, General Fixed Income Fund, Long-
Term Fixed Income Fund, Short-Term Fixed Income Fund, Balanced
Fund, Flexible Portfolio Fund, Fund of Funds, Warrant Fund, Sector Fund
and Money Market Fund.

To make a decision on investing in any funds, investors must
consider their own objectives in terms of risks versus returns or their
limitations on investment and then find out funds that meet their
objectives by also looking at the funds past performance. Aftfer making
a decision, they should contact a marketing officer at each fund
management company or an investment unit seller at a company that
sells and buys investment unit of each fund management company to
ask for more information and obtain prospectus to study before invest-

ing.

Most importantly, investors should allocate only some part of

their money to investment in order to diversify risk. m

Vientiane - the capital city of Laos, our neighbouring country
that maintains good relationship with Thailand since the ancient time,
is another place worth for visiting, especially for those who have a trip
in the upper Northeastern Thailand. As a matter of fact, there are
plenty of checkpoints for entering Laos, for this fime, we started our
journey at Thai-Laos Friendship Bridge at Thailand’s Nong Khai
Province as our choice.

After taking a bus across the Mekhong River from the Thai side
to the Laotian side, we were pursuaded by an army of Tuk Tuk and taxi
drivers who offered their service. Finally, we took a Tuk Tuk with the
price of 300 Baht for the city excursion.

As it was afternoon that we arrived the city, we had a chance
to see the people’s ways of life in the twilight of the evening. Along
the road we passed, we saw students who had just finished their
classes, some walked whereas some rode bicycles - another major
vehicle of the people here - coming from the opposite direction. The
driver told us he would take us to take photos af That Luang Temple as
the first place.

The amazing Phra That Luang with gorgeous golden-yellow
colour looked picturesque amidst the afternoon golden sunlight deserv-
ing the most highly respected national heritage. In the temple housed
the Lord Buddha's relics whose annual celebration is held in every

twelth lunar month. In front of That Luang stands the statue of King
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Xaiyaxethathirat, the founder of Vientiane. Apart from That Luang
Temple, in neighbouring area, there are a lot of beautiful ancient
temples each of which were adorned with fantastic craftsmmanship of
Laotian artists.

After that, our driver took us to another symbolic place -
Victory Monument, also known as Pratu Xai (Victory Gate), literally and
architecturally similar to Parisian L’Arc de Triomphe. This monument was
constructed by the French government during the colonial period as
commemoration to their colonization. However, Laos declared her in-
dependence before the construction being completed. This place,
since then, has been deemed by Laotian people as the monument of
Laotian victory and, at the same time, loss of the colonizers. The
construction of the place has not been finished yet until now. Around
the Victory Monument located a park for people’s recreation. In the
late afternoon, we could see children playing football while the elderly
did exercise going for a walk.

Twilight gradually became darker; we continued taking our
Tuk Tuk excursion. We stopped at Ho Kham or the royal palace -
a Western-style building believed to be a replica of France’s Versailles.
Formerly It was the royal palace of the dethroned Laotian kings and
became the presidential palace aofter the
revolution. Currently, it is used as the residence
of the state visitor. As, apparently, the street
in front of Ho Kham is the most beautiful
one in Vientian, we stopped for a while
appreciated the beauty of the street leading
the other end to the Pratu Xai. At that time,
even though the last sunlight has already faded
from the sky, the street still look beautiful amidst

colourful fluorescent lights.

For us, this peaceful Vientiane this
evening is enchantfing from the simplicity of the
people’s way of life, even though the waves of
globalization becomes stronger and, as some
says, Vientiane has much change from her old

days. B
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Fantastic craftsmanship of Laotian
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1. Connect your brain - Using your fingers to write “8” digit in the air with both
hands, 5 times each. With this method, your right side and left side brain will connect
together so that you are able fo read the book faster and more comprehensively.

2. Retain your brain with water - So very simple, just lie the water boftle beside you
and then regularly sip water a little. Water will get into your body fo adjust the crucial
chemical in your brain and nervous system which will help your body getting alert all the
times.

3. Massage your earlaps to stimulate your comprehensibility - Start from sitting
down comfortably and then use your fingertips tfouch both of your earlaps. Move your
fingers to the top of earlaps, then massage and unfold the fold mark of both ears. After
that, pull your earlobes gently. Repeat doing this twice and you then feel comfort as it
helps relieve the nerve fibers of your earlaps that link with the brain and this will make you
can hear better.

4. Exercise your shoulder muscles - This suits the one who sits down at work for a
whole day because it will help relax your muscle. Just use your left hand to hold your right
shoulder, press your muscle tightly and breathe in at the same time, followed by breathe
out and turn your head leff. After that, take a long breathe in and out, followed by laying
your leff hand on the right shoulder together with bundle your shoulders slightly and turn
your head back. Stretch your both shoulders and bend your chin down to adjoin your
chest and take a long breathe in and out all at once. Follow doing this by turning to the
left side. It will be good if you do this twice for each side.

5. Massage the linking spofs to your brain - Lay one of your hands on the navel,
use your thumb and forefinger in another hand to lie on your chest bone under the
collarbone, then start massage gently around 10 minutes long. This will help brighten up
your mood and make you better seize the idea, not feel mixed up in life or bewildering
from anything.

6. Exercise your legs - We now turn to start exercise the lower/beneath organ from
standing atf attention in close feet. Move your left foot back, liftf your left heel up, drop
your right knee a little and bend your body to the front. Breathe in and breathe out
slowly fogether with press your left heel on the floor and bend your right knee. Stretch
your back until it becomes straight, and then breathe in. Now repeat all steps from the
beginning with your right side. Follow doing like this continually for three times to make
your thigh muscles stronger and reinforce the power of your concentration in reading.

7. Press the fension spots of your brain - Turn to use your fingers again by using
your two fingers press on your forehead in both sides at the center between eyebrows
and hold on around 3-10 minutes long. This will help release your stress and make your
blood circulation and transfusion getting better.

is going to start playing golf seriously, some good advices
at the beginning stage have been provided for you N
as follows:
Firstly, you have to dedicate your free time after
work or have a holiday to drive to survey several golf
courses nearby your home or office and gather informa-
tion as much as possible about those golf courses back
for consideration. When you find the golf driving range
that satfisfies you, you should look for another one free
day to shop needed equipment for playing golf. For the
beginner, we suggest you fo buy only one No. 7 iron golf
club for practice and then shop some gloves, sportswear
and canvas shoes. At the beginning stage you can skip
special golf shoes as you can buy them later when you
are good atf playing golf and get ready to take on field.
And finally, you should buy a guide book on playing golf
for studying too.
To start playing golf, if you wish to have great

swing positions and play golf confidently, the best way for
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you is looking for a pro to coach you properly. This is because some-
one who leamns how to play golf from friend (an amateur, not the
expert one) has finally found that he/she was not able to achieve
good swing positions at all. But if you learn how to play golf directly
from the pro one, you will be offered much valuable advices on
certain swing shots and techniques. If you miss such these important
points at the beginning stage, you are not likely to bring your good
swing habit to show to others and then it could certainly be shameful.

When you have got everything completely, you can start prac-
tice by holding grip and then hit the ball slightly to relax your muscle.

(dice-shape). Wash all vegetables thoroughly and cut lettuce, carrot,
asparagus and tomato. Bring lettuce, carrot, asparagus and tomato to
refrigerator several hours to make them crisp. Boil red bean, sugar pea,
barley and corn and rest them for a while.

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Regional polyolefins price in H1/04 has increased from 2003, mainly caused by
shortage of Ethylene supply from unexpected shutdown of CPC plant in Taiwan coupled
with seasonal cracker turnaround as well as Naphtha price, the major raw material of
Ethylene, has increased as OPEC announced on Apr 1, 04 fo cut oil production 1Tm bbl/
day, pushed Ethylene price to increase. By the way, in the meeting on Jun 3, 04, OPEC
although agreed to increase its production from 23.5 m bbl/day to 25.5m bbl/day effec-
five from Jul 1, 04, we expected Ethylene price to stay stable or be slightly increased due
fo shortage of Ethylene supply, which will continue to the end of 2004 as two new
polyolefins plants in China (Shanghai Secco, BASF Yangzi PC) can start up before schedule
while cracker plants cannot.

Chinese demand in H1/04 has been increased from 2003, but high polyolefins price
made customers buy only hand to mouth and keep inventory at minimum level since Jan
04, which reflects real customer demand in H1/04, and we believe that customers will keep
this minimum inventory’s level and buy only hand to mouth until end 2004. Expected
demand from China in H2/04 will remain at this level until end of this year, even though
Chinese government has policy to cool down China economy by curbing investment in
some industries including Petrochemical business, but we believe that in H2/04, customers
will buy polyolefins preparing for upcoming agricultural season and Christmas. Therefore,

we expected polyolefins price in Q3/04 will stay stable or be slightly increased.

Domestic market situation in H2/04 was inline with regional market; HD-Fim price
increased 7 Baht/kg from end 2003 to 37 Baht/kg in June 04. Expected domestic price in

Q3/04 will maintain or be slightly increased following regional market price. m
