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Low density polyethylene (LDPE) is produced by
the high pressure free radical polymerization of ethylene
gas. There are 2 types of reactors; autoclave and
tubular. The LDPE resins from TPE are produced from
aufoclave process. Resins produced from both technolo-
gies provide similar characteristics, but different in some
properties.

Neck-in, the difference of die width and the

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Nowadays a lot of people must have heard the word
Broadband or ADSL mentioned all over the places, especially
those who enjoy fast-speed downloading or website navigation
since this technology will change the same old telephone line
intfo fast speed data transmission line from 128/64 Kbps., 256/128
Kbps. to 512/256 Kbps., which is much faster than the old types
of modem.

However, at present, broadband in Thailand still has some
limitations as the service coverage areas are still restricted to
business areas of Greater Bangkok and big provinces or city
areas like Chiang Mai, Pattaya, Hatyai, Phuket and Ayuddhaya.

Currently, there are 5 broadband service providers in Greater
Bangkok: TOT, TRUE, UBT, Qnet and SAMART while in the provincial
areas, there is only one provider, TT&T. Those who are interested
in broadband service should directly contact these service pro-
viders or check their service coverage from www.adslthailand.com,
a source of detailed information, service coverage areas and
service fees.

The service fees for ADSL network can be divided info
home users and business users and are priced according to
speed. For example, for a speed of 128/64, service fees will be
around 500 - 1,000 Baht for home users and 4,000 Baht up for
business users.

The requirement for fast speed internet usage is ADSL
modem or router which are data transmission devices widely
available in the market. All service providers also offer ADSL
modems for sale together with installation service. There are 2
types of ADSL devices that are widely used. Those with USB
interface are suitable for one user as the price is not too high
but it requires a driver to be installed. Another type which is
more expensive is the one with RJ45 interface. Some of its
models can be shared an internet connection, which is called
Bridge. The advantage of RJ45 type is that there is no need to
install driver but the computer must have Network Adapter in-
stalled and LAN line is needed in the connection between mo-

dem and computer.

With the innovation that responses to fast speed in Internet
data transmission, broadband is another interesting alternative,
especially for the businesses requiring convenient and rapid com-
munications. Although the current service fee is sfill high, it is
expected that in the future the fee will come down to support the
growth in small and medium businesses and the service is ex-

pected to be well-received eventually. m
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With the U.S. presidential election finally decided that President

George W. Bush wins second term, many try fo determine which direc-
tion the global economy will move, especially for the trend of increasing
oil prices that have affected the Thai economy nearly throughout 2004.

Many believe that President Bush will still promote free trade since
he trusts that the U.S. will be in advantageous position. At the same time,
Bush still remains the security policy, focusing on quelling terrorists in the
Middle East and making war in Irag. Consequently, oil prices are likely to
continue increasing.

The World Bank reports that the global economic expansion in 2005
tends to slightly drop and the regions with free frade will grow faster that
those with local trade barriers. It is estimated that during 2005-2006 the
world economy will grow by 3.2%, East Asia 7.1% and South Asia 6.3%
approximately. The China’s economy is expected to expand by 7.8%, as
a result of the government’s economic control measures. The economic
growth of developing countries will slow down from 6.1% this year to 5.4%
next year.

For Thailand, the high oil prices have a considerable impact on
various industries and it is expected that if the diesel oil prices are floated
after the national election next year, the industrial costs, especially frans-
portation costs, will even further increase. The economy is thus expected
to slow down.

In petrochemical business, the higher oil prices have doubled raw
material costs for plastic pellet production, causing shutdowns of many
small and medium finished plastic plants. This leads to a serious shortage
of plastic pellets in late 2004 and the problem may continue to 2005 if

the qil prices do not come down.

Apart from the oil prices, the violence in the South also plays a part
in the country’s economic slowdown. Anyway, we have to wait and see
the economic policy of the new government after the national election

next year. m
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At present, nearly 90% of businesses are intimately involved
with supply chain management, from raw materials and parts purchases,
services, processing, packaging, sales, and delivery to customers.

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At Rajvej Cape, Na Kluea Subdistrict, Bang Lamung

Mr. Lek Wiriyaphan, the late owner of the temple whose
constfruction began in 1981 was also the owner of the Ancient
City and the Erawan Museum, famous tourist atftractions
in Samut Prakan Province ordered the concept of the
constfruction fo be in according with his experience regarding
art, culture, religion and philosophy.

The temple architecture represents the belief that
humans’ birth is based on 7 elements: Heaven, Earth, Father,
Mother, Sun, Moon and Stars and 4 behaviour humans should
do fo reach the ideology realm of Ariyamettraiya. The top
of the temple stands wooden statue of Kalki, an equestrian
god. On each top of the 4 fronts surrounded the main
building stands divine statues holding a lotus which means
the founding of the world and the religion. A divine statue
carrying a child leading an elderly means giving of humans’
life from a generation to another generation. A divine statue
holding a book means the continuity of philosophy and
wisdom and a divine statue with a dove cafching his hand
means peace of the world.

The difficult path to such ideological world is represent-
ed by the 2 greatest oriental epic - Ramayana and Mahab
harata which reflect the baftle between the good and the
bad. This implies that the ability o cleanse the unfavourable
states from our mind or to control our mind is the utmost truth.

As a result, the greatness of this construction is not
only from its architectural value and the construction duration
which has been lasting for two decades, but also from the
infention of its creator to materialize the most true and great-

est philosophy of human kind.

Put Phat Thai in a plate and
cover it with dry shrimps and ground
